	Rich Riesling aroma boosted by the slight touch of fruitiness followed by mineral and ripe grapefruit and lime. Great balance between fruit aroma and juicy minerality on the palate.
This wine is very versatile and can serve as a racy aperitif, or with light meals of seafood, poultry as well as creamy pasta.
	Lemon, grapefruit and tangerine aromas. Stridently citric on the palate at the same time as it is intensely concentrated in the sweet, almost honeyed side to its pit fruit character. Plenty of invigorating acids and minerality in the finish. Most versatile as a sipping wine or with many light to medium strong flavored dishes.
	Very rich, creamy, sedate wine, intense and wonderful in its harmony of fruit and sweetness. Peach fruit and firm minerality in a long and satisfying finish; just… delicious joy.  Great to just sip and drink, but also great with salads and spicy dishes or fusion cuisine.
