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	Named after the Roman Wine God, Bacchus is a grape that resulted out of crossing a (Silvaner x Riesling) cross with Müller-Thurgau, which in turn is a
Riesling x Chasselas cross of grapes.
Grown on the chalky soil of the central part of the Franken region in Germany,
the wine shows rich minerality on the palate and provides a nice distinctive, aromatic bouquet with a light Muscat tone.

As an aromatic dry wine, it is a 
great summer wine, aperitif, sipping wine or with light dishes. Very satisfying taste.
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
