Tasting note:
Made from the Silvaner grape in the Franken region it shows beautiful fresh melon components on the nose. On the palate the Silvaner Spätlese shows ripeness and creaminess with great rich texture. The wonderful minerality due to the chalky sandstone soil of the region shows especially nice on the finish.
Food affinity:
This is great wine to just drink as an aperitif or with seafood and shellfish, especially in the combination with lemon sauces as well as medium rich dishes with vegetable and poultry or pork.
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
