Tasting note:
Richer mouthfeel than Juffer Kabinetts of the past. Tangerine, pear, peach in the aromas. Surprisingly it manages to hit a red raspberry high note usually reserved for the more concentrated Sonnenuhr Kabinett. Cassis, pear and citrus flavors, sleek and zippy; toothy with nips of slate and stones.
