With wine making in the family going back to 1342, Theo Haart continues the quest for outstanding quality from the famous village of Piesport, which has over 1000 years of wine making tradition. He is undisputedly the best producer of wines from the area and specifically from the “Goldtröpfchen” (Golden Drop) single vineyard.
Tasing note:
Fresh, with nuances of orange and an exotic note tending toward mango and lovely ripe apricot on the nose. On the palate it’s bright, with juicy pear and a liberally spiced minerality and firm as well as elegant with apricot flavors. The fine mineral detail helps keep the RS in check and makes the wine show medium dry on the palate, although it has 2% residual sugar. Excellent balance.
