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Estate:
Dr. Robert Weil, who was a Professor of German at the Sorbonne was forced to leave Paris because of the Franco-Prussian War (1870/1871).  In 1875, after he had joined his brother August in the Rheingau, he bought the estate manor from the heirs of Sir John Sutton, an English baronet who had settled in Kiedrich and founded the Robert Weil winery with small vineyard holdings.
Since the early 1990s, the estate is managed by Wilhelm Weil. 1997 the estate received the honor of ‘Wine Maker of the year’ in by Gault Millau Wine Guide and in 2005 was awarded “Collection of the year”.
Tastingnote:
This is very ripe with full fruit, yet a great focus on the minerality. Open and giving, juicy and attractive for its tangerine, grapefruit and pineapple notes, balanced, bright and very mineral focused spicy mineral, with extremely long finish.
Food Affinity:
Seafood especially with lemon elements and Mediterranean dishes with tomatoes and olive oil.
It is very versatile with light to medium rich dishes.
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
