Tasting note:
The Pfeffo Riesling Kabinett halbtrocken or medium-dry shows pear aromas and a round, chewy mouth with spice to the mineral Pfalz flavors and fine length.
Story:
Pfeffo was the Roman that founded the settlement, where the winery is located today just outside the village of Ungestein in the Pfalz region. In honor of the founder of this history-rich estate, the flagship wine of the estate is called: Pfeffo.
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
