Estate:
In 1890 Carl Gunderloch founded the estate by investing into the best vineyard sites of the “Rote Hang” area (“red slope area”) in the Rheinhessen appellation.  Over the past decade, the 5th generation, Fritz and Agnes Hasselbach, have elevated the estate to world class earning 3 times a perfect 100 point score for the TBA dessertwines of 1992, 1996 and 2001.

Tastingnote:
The Auslese ***, from the Rothenberg vineyard (only stated on the back label), needs a year or two in the cellar but is successful. This is an off-dry wine intended for meals, especially Asian cuisines. The very pretty, complex nose is floral with walnuts, smoke, and oriental spice accents. In the mouth, the wine is round and ripe, but elegant with floral flavors, depth, and concentration and fine length. A.P. Nr.:0904.
Food affinity:
A fabulous meal companion, off-dry, but not sweet and rich, very versatile with many different cuisines. While rich and round with large fruit on the attach, the wine finishes dry and therefore serves unlimited food combinations.
