Under the leadership of Joachim Heger since 1982, the estate has acquired the reputation of a great Pinot estate and was awarded rising star winemaker of the year in 1998.
Tasting note:
Rich red berry fruit on the aroma, mixed with earthy characteristics from the volcanic soil. A medium body very old world style Pinot Noir and a great value.
