Today Sebastian’s son Dr. Manfred Prüm continues the legacy of the greatest wines from the Mosel and his daughter Katharina is starting to work at the winery to eventually take over the estate.
Tastingnote:
The wine shows plenty of incipient apricot fruit in the nose and mouth, followed by pear and grapefruit. Then there is pure sizzle juice! Ripe, snappy pineapple, lime, red fruit and peach finish the experience.
