During this time they've acquired outstanding vineyard property especially in the famous Goldtröpfchen (Golden Drop) vineyard.
Today, Theo Haart runs the estate with his son Johannes.
Tasing note:
The Piesporter Riesling Spätlese displays floral apricot aromas and the rich, dense texture associated with Haart's wines plus peach, apricot, and orange rind flavors. Now- 2012. (FWR)
Ripe and lively, with floral, peach, pear and citrus notes. It's creamy in texture and a bit reserved, but shows balance and length. Drink now - 2012. (BS)
