In 1890 Carl Gunderloch founded the estate by investing into the best vineyard sites of the “Rote Hang” area (“red slope area”) in the Rheinhessen appellation. 
Over the past decade, the 5th generation, Fritz and Agnes Hasselbach, have elevated the estate to world class earning 3 times a perfect 100 point score for the TBA dessertwines of 1992, 1996 and 2001.

Tastingnote:
The 2004 Diva shows poached peach, tangerine, lemon and honey nose, a correspondingly citric and peachy palate of glossy, polished texture and juicy generosity, and suggestions of marzipan, vanilla and candied citrus zest in the finish without being overly-sweet.
