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Producer:
The original estate was founded by the Meyer family circa 1870, and in 1950 through marriage of a Meyer daughter with Willibald Näkel the estate became known as Weingut Meyer-Näkel.
Werner Näkel, a teacher by trade, took over the estate in 1983 and starting with the 1987 vintage won top honors for the best Pinot Noir in Germany according to Vinum magazine. Ever since the estate has been continuously listed as one of the top 100 wineries in Germany by DM magazine. The estate joined the V.D.P. in 1993 and in 1996 Feinschmecker nominated Werner Näkel as a candidate for vintner of the year. In the 1997 Gault Millau guide, the ‘94 Meyer-Näkel "S" Pinot Noir was voted the best red wine in Germany. And in 2004 Gault Millau voted Werner Näkel winemaker of the year.
Tasting note:
A very burgundian style Pinot Noir, with lots of red fruit on the nose, some strong focus on the red cherry and raspberry components of Pinot Noir. Strong also with earthiness and slate on the nose and with very little oak that lets the fruit flavors prevail, the wine is light yet flavorful on the palate. A great compliment to grilled poultry and grilled fish as well as other light savory dishes.
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
