Producer:
While wine making has been in the family since the 1800's, the winery just recently developed into a rising star, adding another estate to the elite in the Nahe region. While father Hans takes care of the vineyards, wife Karin and son Tim are the winemaking team. With a low yield policy (average yield around 50 hl/ha) and the recent acquisition of more great vineyard sites to their holdings, the winery produces remarkable wines.
Wine:
All single vineyard: Schlossböckelheimer Felsenberg. Mineral peach, apple and pear show in the nose. 
A conduit of white peach buffed with ripe citrus tones. Fine acidity and minerality dovetail the framework into a crisp structure on the palate.
Food:
A great aromatic wine suitable as an aperitif and as a wonderful companion to most light flavored dishes such as seafood, salads and light pasta. The finely structured acidity works as an aromatic palate cleanser which makes it a very versatile food wine.
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
